With their particular sensitivity to the various
environmental and related health problems, women ar
playing an active role on familial, academic, andial
levels. Their participation in the environmentalipp

now exceeds their educational role which begins at
home. They are also participating in increasing the
awareness of the dangers and of the daily measures
needed for better management. Deeply convinced by
the importance of this problem and the danger f it
impacts, women

are participating actively as

geologists, engineers, and experts in the decision-

making, the execution and the implementation ofynan

environmental projects.

Summary of Working Group Session Results

The main problems faced by women geoscientists are:
*Low involvement of women in geosciences was
mentioned and raised as a concern;

*Field work is the main problem faced by women;
*Professional women struggle to balance their
devotion to family with their commitment to their
geoscientific careers;

*The number of women in leadership is still verwlo
However, leadership is related to personality ddiliss
and not exclusive to gender but it doesn’t mean tha
skilled women have the same opportunity as men.

*In the developing countries as it the case in many
African countries, poverty came to complicate the
challenges women are facing as wives, mothers,
educators, workers...etc. Generally, successful women
in developing countries are self-made because they
have to balance many personal and societal issues t

move ahead.
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The main recommendations raised from the discussion
during this roundtable are as follows:

*Women should determine whether they are able to
deal with geosciences or not before choosing
geoscientist career;

*In order to motivate people to put their ideas and
ideals into action, women should be motivated and
passionate by the job of Earth Scientists;

*Education is very important “educate a women is to
educate a community”;

*Self confident and personality is a key point;
*Governments, schools and media should give a
positive message about gender;

*Mentoring is a very important issue that provides
young women geoscientists with role models andshelp
them better understand their environment and tmlea
how deal with it in order to move ahead;

*There is no competition between women and men.
Partnership and complementary are required;

*Women should be a geologist in the field before
being a woman,;

*Women should never ask for favors as a woman;

*No positive discrimination is required:;

*Create an international framework  where
communication can be promoted between individuals
and organizations and where geoscientific projeats

be elaborated in order to help to build women ciyac

through national and international cooperation.
